Saratov regional government represented by the Governor of Saratov region Radaev Valery
Vasilyevich, acting under the Charter (Principal Law) of Saratov region on the one part and
Federal state budget educational institution of higher professional education “Saratov State
University named after N.G. Chernyshevsky”, hereinafter referred to as Saratov State University
named after N.G. Chernyshevsky, represented by the rector Kossovich Leonid Yurievich, acting
under the Charter of the Federal state budget educational institution of higher professional
education “Saratov State University named after N.G. Chernyshevsky”, on the other part,
collectively referred to as “Parties”,

on the basis of mutual interest in forming a partnership,

seeking to provide effective realization of the possibilities of Saratov State University named
after N.G. Chernyshevsky as a National Research University for the benefit of development of
Saratov region and the Russian Federation,

willing to create the complying legal, organizational and other necessary conditions for
consolidation of mutual cooperation,

have entered into the present Cooperation Agreement on the following basis:
Article 1. General Provisions.

The Parties assume that any type of organizations, regardless of their legal organizational form
and form of ownership, can take part in their collaboration.

Article 2. Cooperation in the sphere of Information Technology.
The Parties cooperate in the sphere of Information Technology in the following directions:
collaborative activities in updating the system of electronic government;

introduction of geoinformation technology into the work of regional executive authorities;

opening of the IT-Center;
joint utilization and development of the video conference system “Ipsilon-web”.
Article 3. Cooperation in the sphere of science and innovations.

The Parties cooperate in the sphere of science and innovations in the following directions:




development and implementation of joint cooperation projects, aimed at the economic
development of Saratov region, as well as assistance in establishing and functioning of business
companies (small innovative enterprises) in accordance with the established procedure;

information exchange concerning organization and arrangement of regional, inter-regional and
international exhibitions in Saratov region, as well as foreign economic and investment forums,
salons, seminars, conferences, and other events:

collaboration in creation of a technological park (Technopark);

determination and coordinated approval of the most perspective directions and scientific research
topics that can be practically applied;

collaboration in exchange of scientific research and experimental engineering development in
knowledge intensive industries and cooperation in the sphere of development, application and
elaboration of knowledge intensive industries and technologies.

Article 4. Cooperation in the sphere of environmental activities.
The Parties cooperate in the sphere of environmental activities in the following directions:

development of projects of legal acts and methodological recommendations in the sphere of
environmental protection and management of natural resources;

participation in carrying out state ecological monitoring;
development of ecological passport for the territory of Saratov region;

inventory of water basins in Saratov region and evaluation of their state with the help of GIS-
technologies; development of the specialized geoinformation system “GIS — large ponds and
water basins of Saratov region”;

development of the specialized geoinformation system “GIS-river basin” for optimization of
surface water resources administration in Saratov region;

inventory of flora and fauna of Saratov region, singling out of rare and endangered species,
preparation of the third edition of the Red Book of Saratov region;

realization of the long-term regional purpose-oriented programme “System of chemical and
biological security provision in Saratov region for the years 2010-2013”;

development and publishing of the educational regional natural history atlas of Saratov region;
Article 5. Cooperation in the sphere of education.
The Parties cooperate in the sphere of education in the following directions:

organization of refresher courses and retraining for staff of educational institutions of Saratov
region;

organization of purpose-oriented admittance of university applicants and signing of contracts
regarding contract-based training of specialists;




monitoring of the labour market and creation of the constantly updated database of the “map of
vacancies” of Saratov region and Russia in order with the purpose of informing students about
possible employment;

organization of joint school competitions and Olympiads (academic competitions) with the aim
of singling out talented youth;

planning and preparation of estimated figures regarding the issues of human resources
development in the region.

Article 6. Cooperation in the sphere of culture and protection of cultural heritage.

The Parties cooperate in the sphere of culture and protection of cultural heritage in the following
directions:

assistance in organization of theatrical, musical and other artistic festivals and competitions,
museum and other types of exhibitions, excursion services;

preservation and utilization of archeological sites in Saratov region, museumification of the
archeological sites and series of necessary events for their scientific reconstruction;
establishment of the museum complex “Zolotoordynskiy Uvek”, its inclusion into the
international tourist infrastructure;

organization of refresher courses for staff of cultural institutions;

completion of the multi-volume fundamental research “Sketches of the History of Saratov Volga
Region”;

support of the student volunteer movement in the sphere of culture.

Atrticle 7. Cooperation in the sphere of realization of the state youth politics, sport and tourism

The Parties cooperate in the sphere of realization of the state youth politics, sport and tourism in
the following directions:

civil patriotic and spiritual moral education of youth, organizational and methodological support
of projects and programs in the sphere of youth politics;

organization of youth forums in order to activate leadership and creative potential of the younger
generation of Saratov region;

cooperative holding of youth competitions, festivals, show-programs, meetings, discussions and
other activities for the youth;

organization of cooperative projects in the sphere of physical education and sport, including
adaptive projects;

organization of retraining of specialists in the sphere of physical education and sport, focused on
the improvement the quality of professional activity in general education institutions, healthcare
institutions, that are working with adults and children of Saratov region;




provision of conditions for training of sportsmen among students for participation in XXVII
World-wide Summer Universiade 2013 in the city of Kazan;

provision of conditions for active use of natural and cultural potential of Saratov region,
improvement of the already existing and opening of the new tourist routs, broadening of the

range of available touristic services by means of introduction of new technologies in the sphere
of tourism;

opening of the center of ecological and educational tourism as part of the Botanical Garden of
Saratov State University named after N.G. Chernyshevsky, that has a unique collection of plants.

Article 8. Cooperation in the social labour sphere
The Parties cooperate in the sphere of the social labour in the following directions:

psychological support, professional training, retraining and advanced training of unemployed
citizens;

information exchange concerning free work places and vacant positions;

compiling of the “Reference book for graduates” the includes the list of activities for promotion
of employment for graduates of professional education institutions;

analysis, generalization and distribution of inter-regional and international professional
experience in the sphere of external and internal labour migration;

development of legal act projects and methodological recommendations in the sphere of labour
migration.

Article 9. Cooperation in the sphere of social development
The Parties cooperate in the sphere of social development in the following directions:

development of cooperative scientific research and development activities in the sphere of social
protection of people with limited abilities;

development of cooperative scientific demographic research.

Article 10. Cooperation the sphere of social relationships
The parties cooperate in the sphere of social relationships in the following directions:
organizing and holding of Civil Forum events in Saratov region;
interaction with the Public Chamber of the Saratov region;
planning of the joint PR-campaigns;
informational partnership, information exchange;
engaging the representatives of the academic community as experts on different spheres of the
region’s executive power activities;
provision of free legal assistance for the population.

. Article 11. Cooperation the international sphere
The parties cooperate in the international sphere in the following directions:




Joint promotion of Saratov region’s economic opportunities, scientific and technical, educational
and cultural potentials;
joint activities aimed at attracting foreign investors to Saratov region;

supporting the international projects of Saratov State University named after N.G.
Chernyshevsky.

Article 12. Final provisions
The present Agreement is the basis for the further development of different projects in the
particular spheres of cooperation of the Parties.
Joint activities of the Parties in realization of the present Agreement will be regulated by
means of joint consultations, sessions, meetings, seminars and other types of events.
In order to coordinate the cooperation, the Parties have the right to create steering and
working groups.

The present Agreement comes into force since the day it has been signed and is valid for
the indefinite period of time.

The Parties have the right to introduce alterations into the present Agreement. Any
alteration should be executed in the form of the additional agreement to the present Agreement,
which comes into force since the day it has been signed by both Parties and is to be considered as
the integral part of the present Agreement.

The present Agreement can be terminated by the initiative of one of the Parties upon
receipt of the written notice of the other Party in advance of 45 calendar days.

Termination of the present Agreement is not the basis for the termination of the other
contracts (agreements), made by the Parties for the realization of the present Agreement.

The present Agreement is done in two copies having the equal power; each Party holds

one Copy.
