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Abstract: The author analyzes the significance of human attitudes in achieving life
satisfaction. The results of an original study of the relationship between socio-psychological and
irrational attitudes and life satisfaction in young people are presented. It has been established that
the experience of emotional well-being is most associated with an increase in the severity of a
socio-psychological attitude towards the process in young people and a decrease in the severity of
such irrational attitudes as a must in relation to oneself and a tendency towards generalized
assessments of other people and the world as a whole, towards the formation of rigid connections
between information about the reality that the person perceived and his attitude to this reality. The
results obtained can be used in the practical work of a psychologist with young people to promote
life satisfaction.
