Jim Davis is one cool cat. He's the creator of the fat cat, "Garfield,” who has been on the
comic pages for more than 25 years.

This summer the fabulous feline has probably gained some new fans who saw the movie
based on the comic strip. We had a chance to talk with Davis about creating his popular pet. Like
Garfield, Davis is a pretty laid back guy. He lives in Muncie, Indiana, not far from the town
where he grew up. Although Davis makes his living being funny, he says as a kid he was "any-
thing but funny.”

"I was painfully shy . . . and a stutterer,” Davis says. But he was one of the better artists
in his elementary school. Davis says that as a farm kid with asthma, he had to stay indoors at
times.

In Davis' autobiography, "Garfield at 25: In Dog Years I'd Be Dead," he jokes that his
drawings were so bad "l had to label everything."

William (Bill) Irvine and The Social Gospel

Irvine was born to a fishing family in the Shetland Islands off Scotland. The family was
poor but he received an education due to the Scottish Education Act of 1872, which made educa-
tion compulsory for every child. He emigrated to the United States to complete his high school in
1902 and then returned to the Shetlands where he followed his grandfather's footsteps and took a
lay Methodist preaching position. In 1907 he was recruited by J.S. Woodsworth’s father to train
for the Methodist ministry in Canada. Throughout this entire period he lived with the working
folk and knew intimately the frugal, hardworking lifestyle of the Scottish countryside. He also
picked up a passing ability to play the fiddle. His cousins, Frank and James Pottinger, were a
significant influence on him in his political development and gave him a thorough exposure to
the ideas of socialism—something everyone was talking about in the Shetland Islands at that
time. (Madiros, Chapter One).

In 1907 he enrolled in the Wesley and Manitoba Colleges in a combined Methodist and
Presbyterian theological program. It took him 6 years to complete his studies because of the long
breaks he needed to take to earn his way. Missionary-type circuit work in small communities of-
ten had to be supplemented with farm work to produce enough income to pay for school. He also
encountered the rough logging communities of the North. In 1910, while at a logging camp near
Prince Albert, Saskatchewan, Irvine met and married his partner for life, Adelia Maple Little.
Over time they were to have four sons and a daughter. It is hard to imagine how ’Delia managed
on the money he earned, but she did that and almost single-handedly raised their children—
Irvine was so involved in church and community affairs.

Before I go on with the details of Irvine’s story, let’s take a step back for a minute and
look at the larger context in which these events are occurring.
