THE EFFECTIVENESS OF USING THE TECHNOLOGY
“FLIPPED CLASSROOM” IN TEACHING STUDENTS
OF THE LANGUAGE FACULTY

Abstract. The article is devoted to the popularity and usage of the technology "flipped
classroom™ in Russian universities and abroad. The challenge for the teacher of a foreign
language high school - to pick up and use the methods and technologies of teaching, making it
possible to adapt and improve the basic knowledge of foreign language students for successful
communication. The article examines the history of the emergence of the technology "flipped
classroom”, provides examples of the usage of the technology abroad. Using the examples of
experiments conducted in Russian universities with non-linguistic faculties, as well as on the
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basis of the results of experiments conducted at Saratov State University with students of the
Language Faculty, the authors of the article tried to assess the effectiveness of using the
technology "flipped classroom ", to assess the advantages and disadvantages of using this
technology in working with students of the language faculty. The authors of the article conducted
experiments with students of the second and third year of the language faculty, the article
provides a brief description of the experiments and their features. The authors of the article note
positive results in the development of listening skills among students of language faculty, which
are evaluated on the basis of the classification of listening types by J. Wilson. Based on the
experiments carried out, the authors of the article identify the positive and negative features of
using the technology "flipped classroom”. The purpose of the article is to present the technology
"flipped classroom " as one of the effective ways of teaching and developing listening skills
among students of the language faculty. The use of technology in teaching students of language
universities in combination with other methods of teaching a foreign language will allow to
achieve good results efficiently.
